    hours the rest of the month preparing for the meeting.  
        
Work Site: April – October: meetings are usually held at the Mineral City Park Pavilion, behind the 

Huff Run Office (8728 North High St. Mineral City, OH 44656).  
November – March: meetings are held at the Mineral City Nicole Donant Library.

Qualifications: Volunteers must be enthusiastic, creative, comfortable around children and have 

good public speaking skills.  
 
Benefits:  Volunteers will gain experience teaching youth, learn about various environmental 

topics, and develop skills in meeting planning. Volunteers will have the opportunity 
to work outdoors and facilitate hands on activities.  

 
Training: All volunteers must attend a two-hour introductory session about volunteering at
